® With one hand, grasp frame and black border of projection surface neara @ Carefully pull up on the viewing surface until the corner of the screen
corner.

point (see Fig. 1).
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® While still grasping the screen frame with one hand, move to the next snap ~ ® Repeat, moving around the screen releasing one snap at a time.
