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Draper’s FlexShade Zip Holds Its Own at Greenbuild
(Spiceland, Ind.)–Whenever Mother Nature throws high winds at your windows, Draper’s exterior FlexShade ZIP system will be there, holding its own in the storm.

The FlexShade Zip is similar to a standard roller shade but incorporates a ‘zipper’ detail that is welded to the two vertical sides of the fabric panel. The zip edges of the fabric panel run inside inner channels in the side guide extrusions which have cushioning pads to dampen the movement of the fabric panel under wind load. This zip detail stops the fabric from being pulled out of the side guide and makes it very wind resistant.  The FlexShade Zip has been wind tunnel tested up to 90 mph; the fabric remained in the side channels and the bottom rail did not lift.
Draper will also be showing an interior version which prevents light penetration and can be used as a blackout system.
