Optional padding shall protect the bottom and 15" up each side of
the backboard to meet all NCAA, NFSHSA, and professional require-
ments.

Padding of a durable neutral gray, open cell foam material providing
a full 2" thickness from the bottom and sides of the backboard frame.
The front and back surfaces of the backboard frame shall be further
protected by a 1" thick lip extending %" up from bottom and sides of
backboard.

Padding shall be permanently secured to the backboard frame by an
easily applied high strength glue. Glue and brush provided.
