(Spiceland, Ind.) – Doing projection right means taking into consideration onsite conditions. Light levels, room shape and size, and projector are just some of the variables to consider when focusing in on the right screen solution.

Draper’s Projection Planner 2.0 has been updated using the latest InfoComm standards and best practices to help you identify the best projection viewing surfaces for your specific application.

Calculations using the AVIXA Projected Image System Contrast Ratio (PISCR) Standard help balance projector brightness, room lighting, and screen surface for a clear image with good contrast. Calculations using the AVIXA Display Image Size for 2D Content in Audiovisual Systems (DISCAS) Standard define the optimum screen size for the application.

“The two AVIXA image standards are some of the most important planning tools for the AV industry,” said Joel Silver, CEO and lead developer for the Imaging Science Foundation. “The Draper Projection Planner 2.0 is unique because it supports both standards and helps create effective installations.”

Major improvements include the ability to consider off-axis viewing angle and element height as a percentage of overall height. If you don’t know the element height percentage, we’ll even make a recommendation. If your projector isn’t bright enough, 2.0 will tell you how bright it needs to be. We don’t place a cap on foot lamberts of light reflected from the screen. This allows 2.0 to recommend high gain white surfaces when using a projector in “Eco” mode to extend light engine life.
Some of the best parts of the original are still here, too. Ambient light calculations are made based on room measurements, but we still provide examples of typical room ambient light levels if you don’t have a measurement.

Maybe best of all, Projection Planner 2.0 does not reside behind a required login. Access is provided through a guest portal, with no registration required.
